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Dear Parishioners,

The first transition team meeting, for the future linkage of Saint Barbara and Corpus Christi
Parishes was held March 7, 2022, at Immaculate Conception rectory of the Parish of Corpus
Christi, West Pittston.

A linked parish is when two or more parishes share a pastor. Linked parishes do many things
cooperatively, especially given that the pastor is striving to serve two or more parishes.

The members of the transition team from Corpus Christi include: Msgr. Sempa, Deacon
Meizanis, Joe Burke, Lori Kasisky, Teresa Crossin, Carmen Altavilla, Joe Panzitta.

The members of the transition team from Saint Barbara include: Father Finn, Marilyn Jacobs,
Loretta Semenza, Zachary Houston, James Shimko, Frank Nocito, Norma Janoski.

To better understand the concept of a linkage the following characteristics were discussed:

oThe parishes remain distinct canonical entities (separate parishes).

eThe parishes are encouraged to work toward combining parish Pastoral Council meetings
and to establish common committees where possible.

eAccording to Canon (church) Law linked parishes must have separate finance councils.

eLinked parishes do many things cooperatively, such as programs and in-services.

eJoint staff meetings where cooperative planning happens are marks of a well-functioning
linked parish.

Plans call for this linkage to occur no later than the end of July. In April, a posting for the posi-
tion of pastor for this linkage will occur. Any diocesan priest may apply. The diocese will
then select the pastor from the list of those priests who apply.

In the pre-linkage discussions, the following are what would be considered Pastoral needs:

eMass schedules between all 3 churches including Holy Redeemer, Immaculate Conception
and Saint Anthony of Padua.

oThis includes weekend, daily and special event Masses.

eProviding Sacramentals to parishioners.

eAreas of growth and outreach.

eRecognizing our parish youth — Religious Education.

eProper use of facilities (parish halls and event areas) and worship sites.

eImportance of travel time for the new pastor between active churches.

We ask that you keep these transition team members in your prayers and ask the Holy Spirit
to give them guidance as they attempt to use their eyes and ears — share knowledge and look
toward the future.
