This is the night when we remember how God freed his people enslaved in Egypt. It is the Passover of the
Lord. At the Last Supper, Jesus washes the feet of the disciples as a sign of servanthood and commands
us to do likewise. We hear again Christ's command (mandatum) to love and serve one another. We give
thanks for the gift of Christ’s presence in the Eucharist. There is no dismissal; we leave in silence; the sto-
ry continues tomorrow. After communion the blessed sacrament is placed on the altar and remains there
until Night Prayer at 10:00PM.
