The mission of ASEC is to provide Sisters with training and diverse 

skills that enable them to provide better services to the people they 

serve in Africa. In recent years, we have all experienced significant 

challenges of Covid-19 pandemic, rising inflation, high prices of food 

and products and so many other challenges.  Even during such chal-

lenging times, sisters in Africa have to find innovative ways to reach out 

to the people living in the margins and the most vulnerable in their soci-

eties especially those who rely on the services provided by the sisters.
