►Some suggestions for back-to-school supplies could include:  pens, 

pencils, folders, composition books, spiral notebooks, wide ruled 

and college ruled paper, binders, pencil sharpeners, highlighters, 

pencil pouches, calculators, ear buds, staplers, rulers and hand 

sanitizers. 

►Suggestions for non-perishable food donations could include:  pea-

nut butter, jelly, pastas, sauces, rice, canned meats and tuna,  

breakfast foods including hot and cold cereals, oatmeal, pancake 

mix, syrup, breakfast bars, puddings, jello, cookies and crackers.
